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CLASS ATTENDANCE

Class attendance is required.  In cases of known or extended absence for cause, the student should inform the Assistant Provost, who will then send memos to all the student’s instructors. It is the responsibility of each student to obtain the lecture notes and to be informed of any announcements made in class. 

HOMEWORK PROBLEMS
Homework problems will be assigned from each chapter.  It is the responsibility of each student to work as many of the assigned problems as possible to prepare for the quizzes and exams. One problem will be selected by the instructor from each set to be done at the end class and turned in for credit at the end of each class day.  

WORKSHEET EXERCISES
Some class time will be devoted to in-class worksheet problems in order to provide the student additional experience in solving typical problems.  These problems are for practice only and not graded. 

QUIZZES
A short quiz will be given during the Thursday morning session after problem discussion.  Missed quizzes may not be made up.   The total quiz grade at the end of the semester will have approximately the weight of a one-hour exam.

EXAMINATIONS
Three one-hour exams will be given in this course on designated dates.  Each exam is closed book.  Make-up exams will be given ONLY in the case of DOCUMENTED illness, court appearance, or death in the family (see Section J of the Academic Rules and Regulations section of the STUDENT HANDBOOK).  A two-hour final examination will be given at the end of the course during the final exam period.  The final examination is comprehensive, covering all chapters discussed during the course. 

FINAL GRADE
The final grade will be determined on the basis of hour exams (45%), quizzes (15%), homework (10%), and the final exam (30%). The +/- grading system will be used.

ACADEMIC FRAUD
The University’s policy on cheating and other forms of academic fraud will be strictly enforced.

CLASSROOM CIVILITY
All students are expected to act in a mature and respectful manner toward the instructor and classmates. This includes arriving promptly for class, refraining from talking or making other disruptions during lectures, and not eating and drinking in the classroom.
